Navy Cross recipient Marcus Luttrell is keynote speaker for Hoffmann Hospice’s 17th annual Voices of Inspiration dinner and auction, May 5, 2011 at the Doubletree Hotel in Bakersfield. 
In 2005, Luttrell and three fellow Navy SEALs were on an intelligence mission in Afghanistan, when they were ambushed by Taliban forces. The SEALs refused to retreat despite the enemy’s superior numbers. Luttrell was the only one of the four to survive. Sixteen members of special operations forces who came by helicopter to rescue the four were shot down and killed. 
Near death himself, Luttrell crawled through the mountains in search of shelter. Afghan villagers found him and cared for him at the risk of their own lives. Five days after his nightmare began, Luttrell was rescued 
Luttrell was awarded the Navy Cross for combat heroism in 2006 and was discharged from the Navy in June, 2007. A month later, “Lone Survivor,” Luttrell’s memoir of the battle and his rescue, became a New York Times best seller. 

At the podium, Luttrell will share with his Bakersfield audience what it takes to become a Navy SEAL and the harrowing story of the battle and his survival.
